Presentation Practice

1. Open PowerPoint.
2. Open file ”internet safety for editing” on the shared drive
3. Apply a design that fits the theme of your presentation.
4. Put the included photo parent and child in the title slide instead of the photo on the upper right.

5. Crop the photo so the father’s shoes are not showing.
6. Indicate the source of the photo.  (Use Gev. Honigman)
7. Put all the information on the correct number of slides.

8. (Remember the rule of 6)
9. Set the information to advance on mouse click.

10. Set the slides to automatically open after 5 seconds.

11. Create a new slide that has a title and chart.

12. Get an excel document with data.  It is called “Where is your home computer”
13. Use the data to create a chart that shows percentage and labels each category.

14. Insert the chart into the slide.

15. Find a credible source for information.

16. Make a new slide.

17. Make a link that is labeled “click here” that sends the user to the web site you found.  Give credit to the web site.

18. Save your presentation.

19. Print your presentation in handout form with 2 slides per page and space for your audience to write notes next to each slide.
