Spreadsheet Practice
1. Open the Fruit spreadsheet.

2. Fill in a formula in cell D5 to give the product of the cost per item and number ordered.  

3. Enter a similar formula in D6, D7, D8.  There is a quick way to do this.
4. Enter a formula in C10 to get total fruit and in D10 to get total cost.

5. Find the tax in the E column for each fruit by multiplying by .056 to get the tax.

6. Fill in the F column by figuring out a formula.

7. Format all the cells that have dollar amounts to dollars and cents and make sure the answer is rounded to hundredths.

8. In row 9 add the fruit peaches.  Make the cost 11 cents per peach and the quantity 20 peaches. 

9. Compute the answers for cells cost, tax, and cost+tax in row 9
10. Format each column head to be boldface and size 12.

11. Add a header that says My Fruit Table in italics

12. Add a footer that stamps the date and your name.

13. Sort the fruit so that all the fruits are in alphabetical order.  Make sure you select the other columns so the sorting includes the data that goes with the fruits.
