Quarter Four Classic Book Project
Information:

1. Choose a book that is considered a classic from the list Adon Ross will provide. 
Books that are considered future classics are acceptable. Please note that 

this list is not
all-inclusive and there are other books out there that are 

considered classics.  If a 
book is not on Adon Ross's list, you must check 

with him before reading.
2. Put the book on your independent reading sheet.
3. Read the book.  You and up to two more people may read the same book and 


work together.  (That's a total of three in a group--no more.)  


F.Y.I.: Sometimes working in a group can pose problems.
4. Please note the following important pieces of information as you are reading:

Characters

Setting

Plot

Climax

Exciting Twists and Turns in the plot
Confusing or Interesting parts of the story

5. Now, you need to think about how you will prove you have read the book.

6. There are many options available as to how you will represent that you have 

read and understood the classic book that you have chosen.
You need to keep these points in mind because you will be graded on them:

• Clarity of the project, title and author are included in the project
• Characters are represented in some way

• Plot is represented in some way

• Setting is represented in some way, meaning there is an overview of the 

events, but also more significant pieces of information are given more 

consideration

• Creativity

• Effort

• Neatness

• Grammar

Options for the Project
*Keep in mind projects we have already done this year;

Historical Fiction Poster Mystery Presentation Autobiography/Biography Mystery Presentation
*This caliber of project is what is expected as an end result of reading your classic book.  It 


is also the end of the year.  Adon Ross would expect something as good or better 


than previous projects.
1. Pretend the book is to be turned into a television show. Each chapter will be one 


episode. Prepare a TV Guide entry that will appear for every show. Write the 


synopses in a true syndicated TVGuide style.
2. Sales Pitch: You are a sales representative for your book's publishing company. You 


want to sell your novel to the Book of the Month Club because novels that are 


featured as "books of the month" sell millions of copies. This could mean big 


money for your publishing company... and a promotion for you! (Further 


Information Available)
3. Create a timeline telling the major events of the book. Needs to include specific 


information about each sequence. Also, must include a diorama of the setting of 


one of the scenes.
4. Pretend that you are one of the characters in the book. Create a journal of that 


character. Include a journal entry for every chapter of the book.
5. Create a game to go along with your book. It must include a playing board, pieces, and 


a set of detailed rules on how to play the game, as well as thorough 


questions/answers incorporated into the game to show that you have read the 


book.
6. Make a video or Power point presentation, introducing your classic book to potential 


readers. Make one frame for each character and title and credit frames. 


Remember to include information on the summary and setting of the book.
7. Design a play program for the stage version of your classic. Draw an intriguing cover 


giving credit to the author and scriptwriter. Divide the play into acts and inside the 


program include a synopsis of the setting for each act and a list of characters as 


they appear.
8. Create a collage to represent the book. Collect a poem, bulletin-board-type


materials (photos, illustrations, magazine pictures), an item related to a character 


or the story, a nonfiction book, a joke, proverb, riddle, or funny saying, and a 


song. A detailed written description must be given as to why you included the 


different pieces that make up your collage.
9. Newspaper Book Review; You are to write a newspaper review for your classic. This 


would be a critique. (Further Information Available)
10. Create a Video Game. This option is definitely for artistically talented and computer 



savy students. (Further Information Available)
11. Create your own idea. You must get teacher approval first.
