Only One Me

There are 7 billion people in the world, but there is only one me.
You have written a bit about changes in your life—then and now.  So what are you like today?  You are now going to write a multi-part description of yourself, beginning with the following words:

“There are 7 billion people in the world, but there is only one me.  My name is ….”

This piece should be broken into four paragraphs:  


1) In the introductory paragraph, include the two opening sentences written above and a physical description of your looks, including specific height/weight (or a general statement about this information), facial features, hair color, and body features.  Try to describe yourself as well as you can so that someone might be able to find you in a crowd.


2) In paragraph two, include information about your personality (how people would describe your mood or the way you act.  (happy, funny,  generous, helpful, persistent, shy, anxious, hyperactive, etc.  Do not use the word “nice,” however.  It doesn’t say anything specific.


3) Paragraph three should include your likes (favorite foods, TV shows, movies, sports, activities, etc.) and dislikes (whatever they may be).  But don’t just list them all in one sentence; choose a select few and elaborate on them.


4) End your writing piece with a concluding paragraph of at least two sentences.  This last paragraph should make the reader feel like he/she has completed reading everything about you.  

Remember, the definition of a paragraph is a group of sentences, all talking about one main idea.  All paragraphs of  information should be several sentences.  A conclusion should be a minimum of two   sentences.
Your centered title should just read “Only One Me.” This assignment should be correctly headed (three lines, single spaced), correctly titled (bolded, centered), and correctly typed (double-spaced).  Use the Tab key to indent.  Use size 12 font.
