For this first list, you are to type on separate paper twelve (12) to fifteen (15) sentences in which you have used all twenty (20) words.  This means that some sentences will contain at least two or more list words.  Make sure you underline the list word(s) in the sentence.  
Do write sentences that make clear the meaning of each word, using good context clues.  
Don't write sentences that

· include the word with no context for meaning at all
· give some context but not enough to know what the word means
· just defines the word.  
In other words, don't write sentences that are worded like the following: "Adon King likes to teach about entrepreneurs." or "Gev. Friedman sometimes asks us to use observation in science class." or "A magician came to school." or "Effect means a result or outcome."
Here are examples of what would be good sentences: 
1. "To find out if we had learned about geography, Adon King gave us a comprehensive test on many different aspects of the subject." 
2. “Adon Ross had not heard the announcements because the hallway was so noisy while he was teaching grammar and other information about how the English language works.”  
3.  "Because Jack Janus had begun several new companies whose profits were used to help support community projects, he was honored with the Entrepreneur of the Year award."
Your grade will be based on how well you create sentences with good context clues, and, of course, whether you spell the words correctly.
